
This lecture course will introduce students to the Reformation, a Christian  

movement that reshaped Europe and the New World.  Martin Luther’s challenge 

to Catholic belief and practice unleashed a revolutionary dynamic that moved be-

yond religious questions to transform the social, political, and intellectual landscape 

of the West - at the very moment of European state-building and colonial  

expansion.  We will first place the Reforms in the medieval contexts from which 

they arose.  Finally, we will then move on to consider the ways in which Reforma-

tion ideas and attitudes changed both Christianity and the world.
