2 semesters:
Québec, Canada (Summer)

Students take courses taught in French at Université Laval. Past course options include: phonetics, oral
expression, Québec culture, and advanced grammar and stylistics.

Paris, France Art History (Winter)
Students with an interest in art history and French enroll in content courses taught in English in addition to
French language courses at the Institut Catholique.

4 semesters:

Grenoble, France (Summer)

Students will take a combination of courses taught by U-M instructors and CUEF faculty. Courses will be
available for fifth- and sixth-semester as well as 300-level students. These consist of a language course at
CUEF (3 credits), CUEF culture “modules” (2 credits), and a

U-M literature/culture course (3 credits).

Dakar, Senegal (Winter)
Students take classes in the Faculté des Lettres et Sciences Humaines and the Institut de Francgais pour les
Etrangers at the Université Cheikh Anta Diop in Dakar. Courses are available in a wide variety of disciplines.

5 semesters:
Aix-en-Provence, France (Academic Year)
Enroll directly in the Université d’ Aix-Marseille and choose from a wide variety of courses taught in French.

Lausanne, Switzerland (Winter, Academic Year)
Participants experience a total immersion exchange at the Université de Lausanne and enroll in a wide
variety of courses taught in French.

6 semesters:

Paris, France (Academic Year)

Students with advanced French join this prestigious program at the Institut des Etudes Politiques (Sciences
Po) after an intensive language program for international students. Competition for this program is intense
and geared towards those students with an interest in political science.

Aix-en-Provence, France (Winter)
Enroll directly in the Université d’ Aix-Marseille and choose from a wide variety of courses taught in French.
