. N introduction and contrastive analysis of
the language and society of the two
—= Koreas; the Republic of Korea (befter
known as South Korea) and the Democratic
People’s Republic of Korea (better known as
North Korea) with a heavier emphasis on
North Korea. This course will infroduce the
growing divide of the past 60+ years between
North and South Korea in the areas of
language, society and culture. The complexity
of the East Asian region is partly due to the issues
involving the two Koreas; however, knowledge
regarding North Korea remains very limited
compared to its neighbors. Mass media portrays
‘ v the controversial political and human right issues of
North Korea but generally lacks in coverage of
everyday life there.
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While this course will include linguistic elements of
interest fo infermediate and advanced students of the
Korean language, all course content will be accessible

/ to students regardless of Korean language proficiency.
This course has no pre-requisites and does not expect
students to have a background in political science,
Korean history, or sociology, nor a background
on North Korea. It does however expect that
students have some interest in these areas.
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
